If you have a number of small items like effects pedals, mic and music stands, metronomes, mics etc, you can pool them all together and claim depreciation on them at a high rate, also add up all your music cds, tapes, LPs, DVDs, music books & magazines, scores etc that you are bringing into the business that you already own (not new stuff that you bought after that – they go in the various categories in Appendix A). We only need the numbers, not the values as we will total them, then multiply that by $5 per unit IRD rate and claim depreciation on your music library.

	c)	Equipment specifically used in your music room e.g. tables, chairs, couches, computers, faxes, printers, curtains, carpet, heaters, etc.
	d)	Stereo, TV, DVD/cd/video player, “boom box”, iPod, MP3 etc.
	e)	Motor Vehicle.
2.    We require your summary of earnings from the IRD and as many pay slips you can provide from your various employers (a summary of earnings from each would be a help) so we can verify the IRD’s figures.
3.    If you the member of a band operating as a partnership we will need a copy of the latest partnership return from you. 
4.	A copy of your last AC Levy Invoice.
5.    Anything else you think will be useful to us in processing your tax return.
